PARENTAL SUPPORT COMMITMENT AGREEMENT
Christian education involves the whole person; therefore, it is desirable that all elements which bear on the education of a child be consistent and properly reinforces one another. Faith Christian School was founded to educate the children of Christian parents. The school seeks to foster an environment that will challenge every student to consider their personal response to the claims of Jesus Christ. However, the school replaces the training of neither the home nor the church. All three should be in biblical agreement for a truly well-rounded Christian Education for the child.

do hereby pledge our support of the following:

1. We invest authority in the school to discipline our child as outlined in the Student Handbook as it now exists and as it may be amended from time to time.

“Train a child in the way he should go and when he is old he will not depart from it.”

(Proverbs 13:24; 19:18; 23:13; 29:15-17; Ephesians 6:1-2; Colossians 3:20; Hebrews 12:6)

2. We pledge our fullest cooperation to keep controversy out of the school at all times.

“Make every effort to keep unity of the spirit through the bond of peace.”

(Ephesians 4:3; Romans 12:8-10; I Corinthians 12:12-14; 13:1-3; Galatians 5:13-15; 25, 26)

3. We agree that the school has full discretion for the grade placement of our child and we will not pressure the Administration or faculty for specific teacher assignment.

4. We understand that, when warranted, financial assessments will be made to cover damage to school property (including breakage of windows, abuse of books, etc.), whether intentional or accidental.

5. We commit to pray for Faith Christian School and to be supportive of the school board, administration, faculty, and staff.

6. We recognize that private education is in need of strong parental support, including events and activities throughout the school year. Therefore, we accept the challenge of 10 hours of volunteer support per school year (a list of specific needs will be provided).

7. We understand the need to be aware of the philosophy of Faith Christian School and how the school wishes to form a partnership with the family. Therefore, we agree to give careful consideration to attendance at each scheduled parent workshop.

8. Should the time ever come that we can no longer support the Statement of Philosophy, we will discretely and politely withdraw our child from Faith Christian School.

9. Any and all claims or disputes arising from or related to this Agreement that are valued by the claimant at $7,500 or less are to be resolved through the Cost-Buster Arbitration™ Program administered by The Mediation Law Group.  Any and all claims or disputes arising from or related to this Agreement that are valued by the claimant in excess of $7,500, other than a claim for injunctive relief, shall first be submitted to mediation in Tarrant County in accordance with the then-governing rules of The Mediation Law Group, Faith-Based Dispute Division.  If the parties cannot resolve their dispute through mediation, they shall have the issue resolved through arbitration with the then governing rules of The Mediation Law Group, Faith-Based Dispute Division.  In the event that the Mediation Law Group, Faith-Based Dispute Division ceases to exist during the course of this Agreement, arbitration under this section shall be conducted according to the rules of the American Arbitration Association.  Judgment upon an arbitration award may be entered in the District Court for the County of Tarrant.  The parties shall bear their own costs related to any mediation or arbitration proceeding.
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As a Parent:

We agree to support the school with our prayers and with a positive attitude. Complaints or negative comments will be shared only with the teacher, administrator, or person involved and not with our child or other people, following the Matthew 18 principle.                        

We understand that our support as set forth in this Parental Support Commitment Agreement is an absolute condition for the enrollment of our child at Faith Christian School and are binding upon us. 

We understand that if at any time the school determines, in its sole and absolute discretion, that our actions or conduct do not support the school or they reflect a lack of cooperation and commitment to the home and school working together, the school has the right to require the withdrawal of or remove from enrollment our child/children.
We give permission to Faith Christian School and/or parties designated by same, to photograph and or video our child/children and use such photographs in all forms of media, for any and all promotional purposes including advertising, publicity, display, audiovisual, exhibition, commercial or editorial use.

We understand that the term “photograph” as used herein encompasses still photographs, audio recording and motion picture footage.

We further consent to the reproduction and/or authorization by Faith Christian School to reproduce and use such photographs for use in all domestic and foreign markets.

We hereby release Faith Christian School and any of its associates, affiliates, appointed advertising agencies, and designated directors, officers, agents, employees and customers from any claims.

PARENTAL FINANCIAL COMMITMENT AGREEMENT
1. Tuition is due in FULL no later than June 1 or upon acceptance as a student, whichever is later. (If needed, contact the school Business Office for payment plan consideration.)  Tuition is due in full regardless of whether our child(ren) attends Faith Christian School as a student during the school year if Faith Christian School is not notified in writing that our child will not be attending Faith Christian School on or before June 1 prior to each school year.  TUITION IS NON-REFUNDABLE AND NON-TRANSFERABLEWHETHER WITHDRAWAL IS VOLUNTARY OR INVOLUNTARY.
2. We understand that there will be a late charge assessed on accounts 30 days in arrears. An additional late charge will be assessed to accounts 60 days in arrears.

3. We understand that there will be a $20.00 returned check fee for any check returned to the school by the bank.

4. We understand that in the event any payment has not been received by the Business Office within 60 days after the due date, our student(s) may be removed from Faith Christian School.

5. We agree to pay the balance of our account before any documents including transcripts will be released regarding our child. We understand that Faith reserves the right to withhold report cards and semester finals if our student’s account is delinquent.

6. In the event that our account should remain delinquent, and upon the discretion of Faith Christian School, our account may be turned over to a professional agency for collection.

7. We recognize that tuition and fees cover most of Faith Christian School’s operating expenses. Faith sponsors only 4 major fundraising activities per year. We understand that these activities are necessary to minimize tuition expenses.*
8. Any and all claims or disputes arising from or related to this Agreement that are valued by the claimant at $7,500 or less are to be resolved through the Cost-Buster Arbitration™ Program administered by The Mediation Law Group.  Any and all claims or disputes arising from or related to this Agreement that are valued by the claimant in excess of $7,500, other than a claim for injunctive relief, shall first be submitted to mediation in Tarrant County in accordance with the then governing rules of The Mediation Law Group, Faith-Based Dispute Division.  If the parties cannot resolve their dispute through mediation, they shall have the issue resolved through arbitration with the then governing rules of The Mediation Law Group, Faith-Based Dispute Division.  In the event that the Mediation Law Group, Faith-Based Dispute Division ceases to exist during the course of this Agreement, arbitration under this section shall be conducted according to the rules of the American Arbitration Association.  Judgment upon an arbitration award may be entered in the District Court for the County of Tarrant.  The parties shall bear their own costs related to any mediation or arbitration proceeding.
9. We understand that our financial support as set forth in this Parental Financial Commitment Agreement and my representations herein are an absolute condition to the enrollment of child at Faith Christian School and are binding upon us.  
*The Spirit of Faith Annual Fund Drive; Work-A-Thon; The Legacy Ball; and Golf Tournament are opportunities for me to contribute above and beyond tuition to the development efforts of FCS. Therefore, I will participate in at least 2 of these critical efforts.
